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Level 1 – Knowledge

Describe what occurs as a result of the Jurassic Park control system being powered by the auxiliary power source when the staff in the control room attempt to regain control of the park? 

· The computers restarted on auxiliary power, meaning they were running on back-up power instead of the park’s main power source. This power source was limited and would run out of power quickly.

· Since the park was running on auxiliary power, a limited resource, the electric fences were not electrified. This was a procedure carried out automatically by the control room computer to conserve the auxiliary power. This allowed the dinosaurs to escape their paddocks, including the tyrannosaurus rex. The tyrannosaurus rex then had the ability to attack any animal or human in the park. 

· Multiple characters in the book met their death from roaming dinosaurs as a result of the park being powered by the auxiliary power source. Ian Malcolm died of his injuries from the tyrannosaurus rex attacking the Land Cruiser when the power was out. Ed Regis died attempting to return to the lodge after the tyrannosaurus rex attacked the Land Cruisers. Dennis Nedry died of a venom-spitting dilophosaur. Henry Wu died from a velociraptor that was attempting to break through the skylight on top of the lodge. He and Dr. Ellie Sattler attempted t distract the velociraptor away from the skylight. One of the velociraptors came after Wu, killing him. Dr. Ellie Sattler narrowly escaped. John Hammond died while taking a walk around the park. He tripped, falling down a ravine. Injured, he tried to return to the lodge but was overwhelmed by a group of compys and was killed.  

Who was the character that was nervous about Jurassic Park, but began to think about all the money that he could make from Jurassic Park as he toured the park?

· This character is Donald Gennaro.

At what part of the tour of Jurassic Park does the Land Cruisers stop and why?

· The cars stall outside of the tyrannosaurus rex paddock as a result of Nedry cutting the power part of the park to steal the dinosaur embryos and deliver them to a small dock on the island.   

Define supercomputer. 
· A supercomputer is a special computer with larger and faster processing power than a normal computer. The supercomputers in Jurassic Park that are being referred to are the Cray XMP supercomputers that provide the processing power to the Hamachi-Hood automated gene sequencers. 

Describe what occurs as a result of Tim Murphy restarting the control room computers and activating its features?

· Tim activates the main power source allowing the electric fences to be powered. The velociraptors that are attempting to break through the skylights are blocked out from the lodge by the electricity running through the steel reinforced frame. The steel reinforced frame with the electric current flowing through it saved several lives.

· This clears the phone lines the Nedry jammed, allowing communication to the ship with velociraptors aboard it. The velociraptors where quickly killed and could not reach the mainland.

· They are now able to contact the Costa Rican National Guard to rescue them. The Costa Rican National Guard then kills all of the dinosaurs remaining on Isla Nublar so the animals do not have the chance to escape the island. 

Level 2 – Comprehension 

Explain the basic meaning of Ian Malcolm’s rants at John Hammond about how Jurassic Park would fail. 

· Ian Malcolm was telling John Hammond that the park would fail because he was trying to control nature. No one can control nature no matter what precautions are made. 

· Ian Malcolm knew that there were fatal flaws in the design of Jurassic Park that would never allow the park to be successful. For example, some of these flaws are be: trying to control multiple large dinosaurs that have been made in a lab and never have been studied and; not having enough back-up power to allow the electric fences to be continually powered through an emergency while on back-up power.

· Ian Malcolm knew that the park was not safe enough to open due to its flaws. He had to try to convince John Hammond to listen to him or risk opening the unsafe park.

What are the underlying reasons that caused Jurassic Park to fail?

· Jurassic Park was trying to control nature, an impossible task.

· Jurassic Park did not have the ability to power the electric fences in the event of an emergency in which the park had to be run on auxiliary power. 

· The dinosaurs were made from the incomplete remains of DNA in amber. DNA from other animals was used in the DNA of the dinosaurs, allowing genetic mutations to occur. The major mutation in Jurassic park was the use of amphibian DNA resulting in the change of sex of some dinosaurs in Jurassic Park, most notably the velociraptors. 

· Jurassic Park did not have a large staff at the park. If a critical staff member was killed, there may not be another staff member that can step in and fill the dead staff member’s role. If there is no one that can step in, the park may grind to a halt since that staff member’s responsibilities can not be completed. 

· Jurassic Park was full of species unstudied and barely known to man. These dinosaurs could behave and react in unpredictable and uncontrollable ways, possibly causing great danger to the staff and guests of Jurassic Park. 

How can the reasons for the death of John Hammond be explained?

· John Hammond decided to take a walk around Jurassic Park. This was a terrible decision since dinosaurs were loose in the park. The dinosaurs were ready to attack anything for food. 

· John Hammond was injured. He tripped and fell down a ravine after hearing the roar of a tyrannosaurs rex. It turned out to be Tim playing with the loudspeaker in the control room. 

· While attempting to walk back to the lodge for medical help, Hammond was overwhelmed by comprys. There was nothing he could do as he was far from the lodge with a pack of comprys ready to attack. 

What could be reasons for Alan Grant’s decision to poison eggs in the hatchery to kill the velociraptors?

What could be concluded from the decision to reinforce the lodge with tempered glass and steel reinforced skylights?

· This action by the constructors of Jurassic Park shows that the park and the whole island that the park is located on is a dangerous area. A dinosaur is an animal, is unpredictable, and cannot be completely controlled. 

· This action shows a possibility of an attack of the lodge by an animal. Since the velociraptors attacked the lodge when the consultants were there, it is logical that the velociraptors were the animals that may have attacked the lodge during construction. 

· This action is also an appropriate safety measure that should have been implemented into the first designs of the lodge. It is an important safety feature that prevents the velociraptors from quickly entering the lodge via the roof. This can allow time for an evacuation of the lodge. 

Level 3 – Application

What could have occurred if Jurassic Park had become a successful tourist attraction?

· Jurassic Park would have become a huge monetary success. Entrance fees to Jurassic Park could exceed thousands of dollars. 

· Merchandise from the park could bring in huge mounts of money.

· Jurassic Park may have the ability to clone mini-dinosaurs to be sold as pets to guests, another source of income for Jurassic Park.

· A dinosaur may attack guests in the park. There are many flaws in the park’s design, causing a possible fatality and chaos on the island.  

What may have occurred if Nerdy had not attempted to steal the dinosaur embryos on the night that he did attempt to steal the embryos?

How are John Hammond’s actions throughout the book similar to those of a villain?

· John Hammond shows greed by pushing the park through construction as fast as possible. He made shortcuts in construction to speed up the construction of Jurassic Park. This would allow the park to open quicker, and make money quicker. 

· John Hammond shows little care for safety in his park. He did not want to take extra time to install extra safety measures that would slow the construction and opening of Jurassic Park. 

· When John Hammond realized that Jurassic Park was a failure, his first thoughts were how to make another Jurassic Park. He thought about the embryos that were stored back in California and where another suitable island would be located. 

How does Michael Crichton use irony in Jurassic Park?

·  A use of irony in the book is when dinosaurs kill John Hammond in his own park. He had spent years and years trying to build this park and make it a huge success, but in the end it would be a complete failure and the cause of his death. 

What possibly could have occurred if the tour of Jurassic Park had not been given to the consultants?

· The lives of many of the guests and employees would have saved since the events would have never occurred. 

· The flaws of the park may have never been exposed. The park would open, endangering the lives of the guests that visit Jurassic Park. 

· Nothing wrong may have ever occurred. Jurassic Park may have become a successful enterprise, entertaining its guests and opening a new field of scientific research. 

Level 4 – Analysis

What actions could have caused fewer deaths during the tour of Jurassic Park?

· More staff should have been added to Jurassic park, especially in the control room. 

· Extra safety measures should have been installed during the construction of Jurassic Park, such as a larger auxiliary power source. 

· An emergency plan and an evacuation plan should have been made to establish a clear procedure to follow during an emergency. 

· An emergency bunker should have been constructed to provide a safe area for guests to stay during a emergency.

What is the relationship between the amphibian DNA used to repair broken dinosaur DNA and the changing of gender of some dinosaurs at Jurassic Park?

That would keep the tyrannosaurs-rex in his paddock and allow the Land Cruisers to drive back to the lodge 

· When the Land Cruisers arrived with the guests, they would be able to report that there were juvenile velociraptors
