Pertinent Questions – Chapter 4
6.) What was the Albany Plan, and what did it reveal about colonial unity?
The colonies formed the Albany Plan to unite the colonies to centralize nation affairs. The plan was created after negotiating a treaty with the Iroquois. Proposed by Benjamin Franklin, the Albany Plan would create one central government, but the colonies would still retain their constitutions. The central government would deal with Indian affairs, which power to do so was granted by the colonies as part of the plan. The Albany plan also established a president, to be appointed and paid by the king like colonial governors of the time. A legislature would be established, and members would be elected by the colonial assemblies. This plan was rejected by all colonies, and showed that colonies wished to remain completely separate of each other. 
8.) How did the French attempt to secure their hold on the vast areas they claimed? 
The French protected their hold on French North America using two techniques: widespread settlements and tolerance to Indians. The string of widespread communities and fortified cities were strategically placed to defend French territory in case of attack. To protect their possessions, which are located in modern day Canada and Gulf Coast, fortresses, missions, and trading posts served as defense positions and outlooks along the French borderlands. Toleration with the Native Americans also played as an advantage in securing French North America. The alliances with the natives calmed worries of attacks by natives, and only left England as a possible attacker. The alliances and treaties also helped relations with the natives to be better than those the natives had with Britain. 

19.) What was it about post-1763 British policy that would cause colonists in every section to see the disadvantages of being part of the British Empire?
	The colonists saw many disadvantages to being part of the British Empire. First, the colonists were angered by the acts passed after 1763. Many were raises of duties and taxes that were passed without representation of the colonies. Basically, the colonists were being taxed without being represented. The colonists saw that these taxes were going to Britain as an effort to raise money, and the paid taxes from the colonies would most likely never return. This was a huge disadvantage to the colonists, as they were paying for things that did not benefit them. Lastly, the British were imposing strict rule over the colonies. These laws and acts would not be passed by colonial legislatures, giving another reason for the colonies to break away from the British Empire. 
20.) Why did the Stamp Act so antagonize the American colonists? 
	The colonists were so antagonized by the Stamp Act because the act affected all Americans. Merchants who printed on paper products had to pay taxes, which they passed to the consumer to maintain a steady profit. But higher prices to the consumer meant lower sales. Tavern owners and all other business people who used paper products, such as licenses and publications, had to pay the tax. The tax was not an economic burden, but rather an obnoxious law that overstepped American ways. Colonists used taxes to regulate commerce, not to raise money for the government. The colonists had issue with this method of raising money, because they were being internally taxed without representation, which was illegal according to British law. All in all, the colonists did not appreciate being taxed without representation. 
30.) What were the five major decisions made at the First Continental Congress, and what was their significance?
[bookmark: _GoBack]	First off, the Continental Congress rejected a plan to unite the colonies under British rule, showing that the colonies did not want to remain completely under British rule. Secondly, they approved a set of grievances that honored Parliament’s ability to regulate colonial trade, but asked for the repeal of all oppressive laws passed in 1763. This showed that the colonies were will to compromise to get what they wanted. Third, they approved a resolution to begin military preparations in Boston, fearing an attack from British troops in Boston. This resolution showed that the colonists feared attack from Britain, but were ready to stand up for themselves. Fourth, the Congress agreed to stop all imports and exports from Great Britain to stop trade with Great Britain, breaking long economic ties with Great Britain. Lastly, the delegates agreed to meet again for the Second Continental Congress.

1.) Robert Walpole – The first of the modern prime ministers, Walpole reduced enforcement of the Navigation Acts to stimulate commerce. 
2.) Board of Trade and Plantations – The Board of Trade and Plantations was the closet government department to a central colonial office. The Board only played an advisory role, and had no power in actual decisions. 
8.) The Proclamation of 1763 – This proclamation gave the British government to tell settlers how far west they could settle. The goal of this act was to stop colonists from leaving British colonies, but the large cost of enforcing this act and the resistance of the colonists made this act ineffective. 
9.) The Sugar Act of 1764 – The Sugar Act was designed to eliminate illegal trade between the colonies and the West Indies. The act also raised the duty on sugar, and set up courts that would try smugglers. 
16.) Boston Massacre – On March 5, 1770, a group of colonists pelted British soldiers at the customs office with rocks and snowballs. After some scuffling, the British fired into the crown and killed five. These deaths are known as the first deaths of the American Revolution.
